Osloer Strasse is characterised by a number of new buildings and above all by its
Wilhelminian structure. Where matchstick machines used to rattle in the Osloer
Strasse factory, today African dancing or yoga is practiced in the Neighbourhood
Floor district centre set up there.

Around Osloer Stral3e and in its neighborhoods there is a great variety of different
worlds of life and culture. Numerous restaurants, cafés, but also snack stalls design
the streets like the nearby Badstral3e and offer with small shops and the Gesund-
brunnen Center a colorful spectrum of culinary delights.

The Schillerpark in the north and the Goethepark in the south are oases in the city.
The centrally located Volkspark Rehberge is a special attraction for walkers, joggers
and picnics because of its forest character. In summer, the open-air cinema Rehber-
ge invites you here and only a few metres away, the open-air swimming pool PI6t-
zensee almost offers a holiday feeling. In the nearby Humboldthain, the whole family
gets their money's worth. Here you will find an outdoor swimming pool, a climbing
wall and a viewing platform from which you can look far over the north of Berlin. In
the district there are countless football fields, table tennis and playgrounds, which
are accessible for everyone.

Wedding is easily accessible on many routes. Two subway lines cross the district
and the Gesundbrunnen station connects it with suburban trains and long-distance
trains. This is also an ideal prerequisite with regard to Wedding as a business and
science location. The Virchow-Klinikum - one of Berlin's largest hospitals - is based
here and the next generation of scientists is trained at the renowned Beuth-Univer-
sity of Applied Sciences or at the Robert Koch Institute.

IN CENTRAL WEDDING

The apartment building in Osloer Strasse is a classic residential and commercial building
in the typical Berlin old building style from 1910. With original stucco elements, wooden
stair railings and apartment doors with integrated glass decor, the residential building
radiates the typical flair of the turn of the century. Berlin old buildings. In autumn 2018,
the facade has been provided with a bright, appealing colour concept and the balconies
on the street side and the wooden double box windows have been reworked.

Consisting of a front building and a side wing with a total of three staircases the well-
kept building has generously cut 1- to 5-room-apartments of about 43 to 163 square me-
ters. Due to the high ceilings and large windows, the apartments have a light and open
character. The original room doors and partially still existing floorboards were preserved
and renovated in their original state. The old building character of the apartments is un-
derlined by all the details typical of the construction period. The apartments in the front
building are predominantly equipped with balconies and some with bay windows, which
allow plenty of light through the large window areas.

The small inner courtyard with bicycle storage facilities leads to the equally tasteful
staircase of the side wing. It is also possible to extend the attic by a further 344 square
metres.
